Now, something new for the TWT. | thought it might be helpful to highlight an activity the PTA sponsors that you may
not be as familiar with. This month's Activity is the Publishing Center.

The Churchill Publishing Center (CPC) is located in the LLC, right behind Mr. Bigg's office. It's staffed 100% by parent
volunteers who work directly with the students editing, illustrating and ultimately publishing a book of their very own.
Teachers sign up students to visit the CPC during school hours. Sometimes the assignment is a book of poetry,
maybe a story about a favorite memory, sometimes a book of fiction. Once the children have completed the initial
story they make their first trip to the CPC. An Editor sits down one-on-one with a child and helps them with grammar
and punctuation along with any other literacy requirements the teacher might have. During the meeting the volunteer
helps prompt the student on thinking through how they might illustrate their book. In addition the student completes a
dedication page, information about the author and a cover page for their book. The student might complete this phase
in one visit to the Publishing Center or two.

The next step in the process is to have the fully edited book typed. In this step the student's work is handed
off to another parent volunteer who types up the book exactly as directed by the student. The typed
manuscript is proofed and spiral bound. Once complete it's then returned to the student for final illustration
and publication.

It's truly a wonderful experience for both the student and the volunteer!

Donna Yehl's fourtgrade students bob behind their desks, heads
going up and down as if they sat on the deck of a rolling ship.

But it's not a bad case of fidgeting.

The two dozen kids in Yehl's classroom at Creekside Elementary
School in Elgin do all of their classwork perched on exercise balls.

The multicolored inflatable balls are commonly used in Pilates and other exercise classes. They're still a rare sight in
classrooms, but teachers increasingly find they provide a multitude of benefits, saying they sharpen attention and
improve posture.

At the end of the last school year, Yehl took to the Internet seeking creative ways to help her restless pupils st still. Sh
stumbled on a story about exercise balls and improved concentration, and opted to replace the kids' metal and plastic
chairs with bouncy balls about 21 inches high, in colors the kids selected for themselves.

Yehl found herself an almost immediate convert.

"They're more focused," Yehl said. "They're sitting upright."

Ball chairs are popping up in classrooms in places such as Pennsylvania and Ontario, Canada. Closer to home, schoc
Naperville, Glenview and Rockford are also jumping on thechall bandwagon.

Lisa Witt, whose Wisconslmased company WittFitt sells exercise ball chairs for classroom use, reports a sharp increase
in customers, from just one in 2004 to more than 300 schools across the country and abroad.

"Some people initially think, 'Are you crazy?' " said Witt, a former elementary school teacher in Colorado who started
her company after seeing improvements in students who used exercise balls as chairs. She said she soon discovered
physical benefits as well as others.

"It's just plain fun," she said.

And the kids often agree.

Emily Ziemba, 10, a student in Yehl's class, laughs and nods when asked if she likes sitting on an exercise ball.

"I mean, sometimes | would like to lean back,"” she said. "But other times, it's better than a chair."

Teachers say children on ball chairs often quit flopping over on their desks. And although they can't lean far back
anymore, they're getting enough exercise to improve concentration.

"You'd be surprised how many kids really need to move while learning," said Adrienne O'Brien, @fadetteacher
at Roslyn Road School in Barrington. "That would be the majority of them, frankly."

The Barrington school adopts a variety of measures to get students moving, including the two ball chairs they have,
inflatable seat cushions and stagh desks. Officials plan to get more chairs as students are identified as good
candidates for them.
